At the time of the resurrection, it had no human traction: 

· The faithful “went to look at the tomb” (Matt. 28:1)

· The disciples were in a lockdown of fear (John 20:19) 

· The conspirators invented an alibi for his missing body (Matt. 28:13)

· When the disciples emerged and saw him, some doubted (Matt. 28:17)

At Galilee, faith traded places with sight—it was no longer possible not to believe. 

God has not put an end to dying; he has defeated death and offered to all the gift of life. 

Some take it (the gift of God) and those who do obtain along with it…

1. A new recognition of Christ’s authority in their life (28:18)—Lordship 

All authority—so obey 

All power—so take your victory 

2. A new devotion to a planned purpose for their lives (28:19-20)—Discipleship
Agenda—go make people just like you 

Placement—strategic
3. A new experience of a very present and personal God (28:20)—Fellowship 

Companionship—I am with you
Comfort—Always
