8 Traits that Characterize the God-Blessed Life 

Blessing is not measured by external circumstances or even internal feelings, but rather status and relationship to God → following is what that looks like…
These common characteristics are shared by the real blessed of our world…

1. Those who recognize their material, emotional or physical poverty and to turn to God for help… rather than looking for other ways to medicate their self-confident pride (5:3). 

When loyalty to Christ eclipses all other values, you have found someone blessed with citizenship in the Kingdom of Heaven. 

2. Those who are more often than not grieved about the state of disloyalty to Christ in their own lives and in the lives around them… rather than living for the cheap laughs of hedonistic pleasure seeking (5:4; cf. Psalm 119:136). 

The blessing of Messiah’s comfort has begun the final sweeping clean of all that brings people distress (Isaiah 61:3; Rev. 7:17). 
3. Those who direct any power they may have toward the single goal of leading others to Christ’s interests… rather than aggressively, assertively pushing themselves to the front of every line (5:5). 


The blessing of having it all in eternity. 

4. Those whose most basic cravings are for the right ways of Christ…rather than the more practical, pragmatic ways of man (5:6). 

· To wholly do God’s will from the heart

· To agonize for justice everywhere 

The blessing of finally finding what will satisfy. 

5. Those who are moved to do what people need and not what people deserve…rather than unmoved, harsh, and cold (5:7; cf. Mic. 6:8). 


The blessing of receiving mercy in return. 

6. Those whose heart is single-focused on Christ and moral purity…rather than political correctness (5:8; cf. Prov. 22:11; Psalm 24:3-6). 


When the inside is rich, the outside is really effective. 

The blessing of seeing who your heart was set on. 

7. Those who occupy their lives bringing factions to encounter the life-changing principles of the Prince of Peace…rather than grasping for every bit of competitive gain (5:9; Isaiah 52:7). 


The blessing of expressing the true character of a son of the Kingdom of Peace.

8. Those who, because of their loyalty to Christ, take hits for righteous choices…rather than blending in and hiding to be popular (5:10-12). 


The blessing of being a citizen of heaven.

If you have already and find yourself coming up short, lean in to loyalty the Holy Spirit is longing to shape.
