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What is it We’re Building Again?
(Neh. 3:1-32; cf. 1 Cor. 3:11-13)

“There must be victory in the place of past failure before the doors will ever open to spheres of wider service.” (Redpath)
We better fix our own place (church) before we take on the world.

1. What have you allowed to drift into disrepair?

2. What have you torn down?

Authority, respect, love, esteem, church, church leaders, marriage, relationships, 
tongue on the loose? 

3 What are you willing to do to rebuild? (Matt. 6:33)

You can’t have everything and Jesus too. 

4. What should you expect? (2:10, 19)
· Disturbance

· Mockery, ridicule

· The charge of rebellion

5. What convictions do you think you will need to get on with it? (2:20-3:32)

· Conviction of Divine support
· Conviction that you are a servant (steward) of another’s property

· Conviction that compromise isn’t an option
-unbelievers have no authority in church affairs

-the Satanic strategy of syncretism
· Conviction that community and organization matters 

-“all in” makes the project manageable

-not everybody buys into a plan launched by God

-willing to step outside area of expertise because the issue is so urgent

-fix what’s broken at home first

-name names for praise; God does!

-no NIMBY approach - we won’t push back the onslaught of the culture by allowing it to divide and conquer us

The whole gets done when everyone with humility and contentment tackles his/her piece of the project. 

The project is to rebuild walls of Christian distinctiveness and doors of protection from wickedness.
